RE: March 29th Plan Submittals
1.0 PURPOSE: The following procedure shall be used for the water impact fee submittal date of March 29th, 2006 in relationship to the permit date of May 8th.
2.0 SCOPE: Per City Manager Steve Norwood’s memo ALL residential and commercial plans submitted prior to 5 p.m. on March 29th will be guaranteed the old impact/buy-in fees. 
3.0 Procedures:

3.1 Typically our permit counter does not log plans in after 4 p.m... On March 29th the counter will continue to receive plans submittals from anyone in line at 5 p.m... The Plans Examiner Supervisor, Permit Specialist and Permit Technician’s shall stay until all of the submittals have been logged in.
3.2 In the event that we are not supported by Public Works Division or Cashiering services after 5p.m., we will continue to process the plans and customers will be required to pay the fees by noon on March 30th. 
3.3 Plans processed on March 29th prior to 5p.m. shall comply with 2003 IBC section 105.3.2 Time Limit of Application: An application for permit for any proposed work shall be deemed to have been abandoned 180 days after filing, unless such application has been pursued in good faith or a permit has been issued. Projects which have not been issued a permit prior to 5p.m September 29th shall expire with no exceptions. Expiration of the permit will require a new plan review process and the current fees at the time of permitting.
3.4 Plan review extension requests for plans submitted prior to 5 p.m. March 29th will not be granted.

3.5  Permit extension requests for projects that are approved, but have not been paid for by September 29th, 2006 will not be granted an extension.
